INTRODUCTION

In February 2003 we decided to start forming a collection of stamps,
postcards etc relating to Heligoland. Thefirst task was to acquire some stamps so as
to have some form of referenceto compar e future examplesto. To start this process,
we pur chased small accumulations, (via the internet), and set about sorting them
out. We combined what was visible on the stamps with any infor mation we could
pull together from other reference sour ces.

Thisbooklet istheresult of that study and was originally written to enable us
to have alisting of all the known stampsto allow usto make slightly more infor med
decisions when purchasing new material.

Aswe have already stated, thislisting was compiled for our own use,
however, should this also be of useto other collectorsthen we welcomeitsuse. The
only thing that wewould ask in return isthat any additional infor mation be passed
to theauthors so that it may be incor porated into thiswork and be of benefit to
other collectorswith similar interests.

LAYOUT & NUMBERING

In thelisting, each stamp isdealt with in numerical order according to value,
and isgiven an identification number. Following thisall known variations, including
reprints, arelisted with a letter suffix, thusall variations can beidentified with an
individual number. All genuineissuesarelisted in blue.

We believe that thisisthefirst timethat alisting of thismaterial has been
compiled in thisway, rather than listing only the genuine issues and making passing
referenceto thereprints. Wefed that with the fact that most copies, which turn up
on the philatelic market, are reprints, that thisinfor mation was worthy of inclusion.
This decision was made so that, as full a collection possible, (including reprintsand
remainders), can be assembled and correctly assigned to the various printings.

GENERAL HISTORY

Heligoland isa small isand in the North Sea, about 36 miles North West of
the mouth of theriver Elbe. Theisand was taken from the Danes by the British in
1807 and later ceded to Germany, (on the 9" August 1890), in exchange for
Germanysinterestsin Zanzibar. Theisland coversan area of eight square milesand
the population in 1890 was estimated at about 2,500. L ater the island was heavily
fortified.

From about 1826, theisland had become a fashionable bathing resort and

also boasted a gambling casino. The season lasted from June until September, and
advantage was taken of thisat one period to increase the postal ratesin force.

POSTAL HISTORY

From 1796, the postal services of Heligoland were provided by the free city of
Hamburg. Up to the 1830s’, when steam ships of various companies started
operating a ‘ Postal shipper’ service, small sailing pinnace carried the mail to and
from Ritzebuttel or Cuxhaven. (This service operated once a week). From these two
locations, mail wastaken to or received from Hamburg. This alter native was also
used for many years, when ice or bad weather prevented mail carrying vessels
sheltering in Heligoland harbour from discharging or accepting mail.

On the 1% July 1866, thefirst British Post Office was opened and the postal
administration of theisland came under the control of the General Post Office,
(GPO), in London. Thefirst Postmaster to be appointed at thistime was the for mer
Hamburg postal agent, Paul Volker.

The definitive issue of stamps for Heligoland was not issued until the 15™
April 1867, and prior tothis, the current Hamburg stampsremained in use until
their arrival and general issue. On the 1% January 1868, the Hanseatic Citiesjoined
the North German Confederation, and at thistime the Hamburg-Heligoland postal
conventions wer e also taken over. These same conventionswerein force and
accepted when the German Empirewasformed in 1871.



In 1873, Dr R Pilger replaced Paul Volker as Postmaster and in 1879; hewas
replaced by D J Hornsman, thefirst Heligolander to hold the post. Hornsman still
held the post in 1890 and became thefirst Imperial German Postmaster when the
island was ceded to Germany on the 9" August of that year. On the 1% July 1879,
Heligoland also became a member of the Universal Postal Union, (UPU).

CURRENCY

The change from Hamburg to Ger man currency was made on the 1%
January 1875 and the different currency rates are given below.

Hamburg 1 mark Kurant
German 1 Reichsmark

16 shillings
100 pfennig

16 pence
1 shilling (12 pence)

The Hamburg currency wasin effect until the 31% December 1874.

POSTAGE RATES

Under the control of the Hamburg City Post Office, lettersfrom Heligoland
to Hamburg wer e char ged two schillings. Half of thisfee went to the letter carrier
and additional rates were added to letter s going further than Hamburg.

On the 1% July 1866, when the GPO in London took over the postal
administration, a new agreement was made. This shared the postal revenue between
Hamburg and the British Post Offices. Therates at thistime were 2 schilling for %
ounce letters, 3 schilling for un-franked and an additional charge of 3 schillings for
registration. This agreement ended when the British Post Office was erected on the
1% January 1867.

From thistime, (1¥ January 1867), the postage r ate to Ger many became 1%
schillingswith a reduced rate of ¥ schillingsfor postcards. These samerateswere
still effective when the Heligoland stamps wer eissued on the 15" April 1867.



When the Hambur g City Post Office wastaken over by the North German
Confederation on the 15™ June 1873, the same rates then applied to Germany. At
this point however theregistration rate wasreduced to 2% schillings.

On theisland itself, therewas no inland delivery, but a charge of 1¢ was
made for each foreign letter delivered to an address. Thisadditional fee ceased in
1873 when four paid postmen wer e appointed.

From the 1% July 1875, Hamburg came under the Postal Union rates and
lettersto Germany, (per %2 ounce), cost 10 pfennigs. Postcard rates at thistime were
5 pfennigs and theserates were doubled for letters going abroad. When Heligoland
became a member of the UPU on the 1% July 1879, theratesto Germany for letters
became 20 pfennigs, postcards wer e charged 10 pfennigs and the additional feefor
registration was 20 pfennigs.

REPRINTS

As already mentioned, most examplesthat appear on the philatelic market of
thismaterial arefrom thereprints, which were made between 1875 and 1895. With
this situation collector swill find that most examplesthey obtain fall into this
category. Rather than view thisas areason to avoid these stamps, we feel that this
situation presents an opportunity to form afairly complete collection on the subject
that israrey presented with any other area of philatelic collecting.

HISTORY OF THE REPRINTS

The schilling values became obsolete on the 15" February 1875, and prior to
this an agreement had been reached to sell all theremainderstoJ Goldner. Later in
1875, Goldner applied for further suppliesto the Government printing worksin
Berlin. Thisrequest wasrefused, ashewasa private individual. However, the
Heligoland Postmaster, (Pilger), requested that they comply with the request and
further supplies were made available.

In 1879 there was sever e flooding on theisland and Goldner offered to buy
the printing plates for the schilling values. Approval for thisacquisition was granted
and the plates duly changed hands. L ater the same year Goldner brought the 1 and
2 pfennig printing material from the 1875 issue and the 3 pfennig material from the
1876 issue, which had earlier been declared obsolete.

PRODUCTION OF THE REPRINTS

At varioustimes up to 1886, Goldner obtained reprintsfrom Berlin, and
these were always done via the Heligoland Gover nment with official approval. In
1886 however, a newly appointed governor refused to authorize further suppliesfor
commercial purposes, a decision which was backed up with official support.

At thispoint Goldner went to the firm of ‘Gieseck and Devrieub’ in Leipzig
who reprinted material in 1888. These are possibly the easiest of the reprintsto
distinguish asthey wereall printed on surface paper. In 1891 production was
transferred to ‘ Schlotke and Co.” in Hamburg, and reprints were made at this
location between 1891 and 1895.

The surfaced paper, used at Leipzig, isbelieved to be a glossy type rather
than chalk surfaced which isgenerally referred to asthistype.

HAMBURG REPRINTS

This group has some stamps which can easily beidentified, and which once
assigned to thisgroup provide useful reference for comparison with other examples.
By far the easiest examplesto assign to thisgroup arethose that are perforated
gauge 14 on all sides. The other group, which fallsinto this category, isthe
abnormal printings. Theseincludetheinverted head of Queen Victoria, issues
wherethe stamps are printed in the wrong colours and those wheretheframesare
in two separate colours. The later is believed to have been created by cutting the
printing plate used for the framesinto two sections and printing each separ ately.
Examples of thislater practice show misalignment of the framelinesat the corners
that do not meet, showing large breaks.

GOVERNMENT REPRINTS

After Heligoland was ceded to Germany in 1890, all the remainders of the
1875 — 1879 issues, aswell asthe postal stationary, were sold by tender.

Following this, by a German Government order, 200 stamps of each value
from 5 pfennigsto 5 markswerereprinted by theImperial State Printing Pressin
Berlin. Thesereprinted sheetswerelodged in the Berlin Postal M useum.

At alater date one sheet each of the 10, 25 and 50 pfennigs, two sheets of the

20 pfennigs and thr ee sheets of the combination printing containing the 1 and 5
mark values disappear ed, (presumed stolen).

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TheBerlin reprintsmade in 1884 were printed in eosing, (aniline), colours,
whereastheoriginal and earlier reprintsarein cochineal colours. When these
printings are viewed under an ultra-violet lamp, the following can be observed.

With thered shadesin cochineal inksthereisno major change. With those
printed in aniline colours, the inks show fluorescence in a startling, (and
unmistakable), degree.

After 1875, original issueswere also printed in aniline coloursand theseare noted in
the headings of each value.

CANCELLATIONS

The cancellations used in Heligoland, or on mail from theisland fall into
three groups, circular date-stamps, boxed marks and straight line marks. In general
only two of the many forged impressions applied to the stamps should present any
problemswith identification. These aretwo original obliterators, which were
obtained by Goldner, and which he applied to both genuine and reprinted
impressions of the stamps, when their market value was morein used condition.

It would appear that a new set of date dugs was supplied with this hand-
stamp, asindicated by the different letter 8 sused for theyear.

By 1877 the clarity of theimpressions from this hand-stamp deterior ated
rapidly. At thetime when this hand-stamp was withdrawn from use, (1884), only
portions of the lower curves can be seen. Also, theletter ‘H’ and the last two figures
of theyear are often incomplete.

It would appear that dueto the rapid wear to the previous hand-stamp, (P2 /
type 2), that thisimpression was brought back into service for the cancellation of
postal items until a replacement arrived. The difference between the two numeral
8 sused for theyear isprobably dueto the use of one of the date slugs which had
been supplied with the second hand-stamp.

This hand-stamp was also used on stamps that were cancelled to order. In
these cases the year was backdated to 1876 or 1878. I n these cases only the 1876
impressions should present a problem with identification. The later, (1878), fall
outside of the normal period of use and can ther efor e be assigned as cancelled to
order with certainty.

Both of these early obliteratorswerelater acquired by Goldner, and he used
them indiscriminately on both remainders and reprints when these were worth
morein used condition. In many casesthe impressions wer e applied without the
year and can ther efore easily be assigned to this group. Examples, which show the
year, only cause a problem when they fall within the normal period of use.

Both of these early hand-stamps are now housed in the Berlin Postal museum.

A postcard bearing a 10 pfennig stamp is known with this hand-stamp
applied, and dated the 11 August 1890. This also bear s an additional hand-stamp of
Munster for the 12" August 1890. The card bears no surcharge and may have been
overlooked or possibly done by favor. Thiscard was known in the collection of D J
Gadsby.

CIRCULAR TRANSIT MARKS

These markswere applied to mail sent from Heligoland via the various
locations as detailed with the individual marks. Many of these were applied in
combination with other marks, (straight line and boxed types), to indicate their
origin.

HAMBURG

Current Hamburg issues, (stamps and postal stationary), wereissued to the
Hamburg Postal agency in Heligoland prior to the 1% July 1866. These itemswere
normally cancelled in Hamburg with a ‘killer bars' obliterator. These coverswere
in most cases also struck with thestraight line*‘HEL GOLAND’ mark and a
Hamburg circular date stamp, which were usually applied clear of the postage
stamp.

From the 1% July 1866 until the 16" April 1867, when the Heligoland
definitive ssamps wereissued, current Hambur g issues were made available for use
by the British administration. This stock included Hambur g envel opes, (which had
been officially approved for use), aswell as stamps.

Thelatest recorded use of Hamburg definitivesis the 2" February 1867, and
all examples of thisusagearerare.

During thisperiod it appearsthat the same cancellations as alr eady detailed
above, (P7/ Type7), wereused. In addition to this a boxed cancellation was also
applied with theinscription ‘AUS/HELGOLAND’. Thishad a curved top and is
detailed later.

HELIGOLAND STAMPS CANCELLED AT GEESTEMUNDE

Another town with which Heligoland had negotiated a postal convention was
Bremen. At Bremen, Geestemunde was the port of call aswell asthe customs house.

During the summer months, the North German Lloyd Steamship Company
operated a mail, and passenger service between Heligoland and Geestemunde. M ail
which was posted on these ships was hand-stamped with a boxed cancellation
inscribed ‘GEESTEMUENDE / ZOLLVEREIN’ with thedate to indicate the point
of origin of theitem. On arrival at Geestemunde a circular date-stamp was also
applied to the cover, usually clear of the stamp. In some casesthis situation was
rever sed and the boxed mark, (listed later), was applied to the cover and the stamps
wer e cancelled with the CDSon arrival at the port.

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FORGERIES

A vast number of forged cancellations have been produced over theyears.
Fortunately for the collector, most of these attempts are crude and can be
recognized with little difficulty.

In the better attempts, the main differenceisin the spacing of the lettersand
reference should be made to the information given with each postmark.

Almost all the forgeries known of the Heligoland straight line unboxed type
have the correct spelling for theisland rather than as shown in types 17 and 18in
thelist. Those examples wher e the correct wording isused differ in sizefrom the
genuineitemsand can be confirmed by simple measurement.

Crudelithographed forgeries also exist of all the postage stamps but these
should present no real problem in identification. ‘Used’ examples of these display
extremely poor attemptsat producing even reasonable copies of the cancellations.
Again these should be readily apparent to most collectors.

INTRODUCTION

It has been recorded that British stampswere used in Heligoland between
1857 and 1869. Although we can find no evidence to support this, thefollowing is
worth noting.

Small navel vessels were employed in the area during thisperiod on duties
that were connected with the fisheries service. It is possible that when these vessels
called at Heligoland, the officers and men posted mail. These itemswould then bear
a hand-stamped impression in theform of atransit mark.

Prior to theissue of distinctive definitive stampsfor theisland, 2 and 3
schilling stamps of Hambur g wer e issued. Examples of these values are known
cancelled ‘HELIGOLAND’ but all areextremely rare. Thereverse situation isalso
true, after theintroduction of stampsfor theisland, with Heligoland stamps
cancelled in Hamburg or other German ports.

The schilling issues wer e printed from combinations of two or three plates.
Within thelisting these arereferred to asthe frame, head and spandrel plates. The
head plate contained the diefor embossing the impression of the Queens head,
which was colourless. This embossed die was surrounded by a coloured oval. The
spandrels plate printed the section between the oval of the head and the outer
frame. Theframe plate was used for the entire outer frame with the inscriptions of
the islands name and the value. Thefirst two plates were common for all the values
with just the frame plate being changed depending on which value was being
produced at thetime.
